STUDY ON THE INFLUENCE OF “HALLYU” AND ITS INFLUENCE ON
THE MAKEUP APPEARANCE OF TAIWANESE FEMALE COLLEGE
STUDENTS

“Hallyu” refers to the global popularization and subsequent dissemination of
pop culture from Korea. And among Hallyu, K-Pop and Korean dramas have the
largest influence on the success of K-Beauty in Taiwan. For K-Pop, Korean pop-
music artists have led out the “Korean-style” makeup appearance. For Korean dramas,
the growing number of audience for Korean dramas has translated into the success of
upgrade the reputation of Korean cosmetic and brings more Korean cosmetic brands
entering into Taiwan.
